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PRODUCT DESCRIPTION

The CF750-4PT Emergency ballast requires an unswitched 120V or 277V AC input and is designed for use
with one 13-42W or two 13-39W compact fluorescent lamps. The CF750-4PT provides a minimum of 90
minutes of emergency operation in accordance with UL924 requirements. A momentary test switch, charging
indicator light and test/monitor plate are supplied with the CF750-4PT.

The CF750-4PT also has a Time Delay circuit that when used in conjunction with an AC ballast with EOL
detection, helps prevent false over voltage and over current detection, by the AC ballast, during the transition
from emergency to normal operating mode.

INSTALLATION

CAUTION: TO PREVENT ELECTRICAL SHOCK, BATTERY CONNECTORS SHOULD NOT BE
CONNECTED UNTIL INSTALLATION IS COMPLETE AND AC POWER HAS BEEN APPLIED TO
EMERGENCY BALLAST.

1. Install the CF750-4PT emergency ballast (see Illustration 1) near the fixture, or remotely, one half of
the distance the AC ballast manufacturer recommends remote mounting the AC ballast, or up to 50 feet,
whichever is less. If no AC ballast is used, the CF750-4PT may be mounted up to 50 feet from the
fixture.

2. Mount the test/monitor plate in the ceiling, next to the fixture, or remotely up to 50 feet from the fixture.
NOTE: Switch box is not supplied
Caution: Test switch must be installed in line with the unswitched AC source. ON switched fixtures, an
additional unswitched hot wire, from the same branch circuit, must be supplied to the CF750-4PT (see
wiring diagrams).

3. Install the momentary test switch and charging indicator in the test/monitor plate.

@ —Flexible conduit (supplied) to connect ballast wires.

—Existing conduit to run existing wires to lamp holder (AC ballast on junction box). If AC ballast
is on reflector, run yellow/black, blue, and blue/white wires from emergency ballast through this conduit.

@ —Conduit and junction box (not supplied), necessary for remote installation.

Using the wiring diagrams provided, make all connections in accordance with the National Electric
Code and any local requirements.

In a readily visible location, install the label “Caution — this unit has more than one power connection
point. To reduce the risk of shock, disconnect both the branch circuit breakers or fuses and emergency
power supplies before servicing.”

Upon completion of installation, apply AC power to the CF750-4PT and connect the battery connectors.
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OPERATION

After the AC power has been applied to the CF750-4PT, verify the charging indicator is illuminated. If
not, refer to wiring diagrams and recheck wiring.

Allow the CF750-4PT battery to charge for one hour before performing any further testing. The CF750-
4PT should be allowed to charge for a minimum of 72 hours before a full discharge test is performed.

After the initial one hour charge, a short term discharge test may be performed by pressing and holding
the momentary test switch.

Verify the lamp(s) is lit, based on the chosen configuration, at a reduced illumination level, while the
switch remains pressed.

If the fixture is used for emergency operation only, release the test switch and the lamp(s) will go out. If
the fixture is used for normal and emergency operation, upon release of the test switch, the lamp(s) will
remain out for approximately 4 seconds before returning to normal illumination levels.

If a full discharge test is being performed, remove AC power and verify the lamp(s) is illuminated, at a
reduced level, for a minimum of 90 minutes, in accordance with UL924.

Note: If the unit fails to operate properly, please consult the manufacturer.

MAINTENANCE

Although no routine maintenance is required for the CF750-4PT, the following tests should be performed
periodically to maintain compliance with national and local codes.

Monthly, visually check to see that the charging indicator is illuminated.

Test the CF750-4PT emergency ballast operation (see OPERATION section) at 30 day intervals for a
minimum of 30 seconds.

Once a year, conduct a 90 minute discharge test (see OPERATION section).
